
• You may have a computer set up and connected to the
Internet so that participants can immediately register on line. 

• You may also have cards for them to fill in, then ask a volun-
teer, your prayer coordinator, or secretary to visit
www.namb.net/prayer and register participants.  

• Remember, only those with an e-mail address need to 
register online. You or another designated person can make
copies of the weekly e-mail and pass along to those 
participants without e-mail access.  

• Use the One in a Million weekly e-mail during the mid-
week prayer service.

Sample Sermon Outline
How Then Shall We Pray?
2 Chronicles 7:14
Introduction: As Jeremiah Lanphier knelt alone in prayer
shortly after the noon hour on September 23, 1857 he
undoubtedly wondered if he would be the only participant in
the newly established prayer meeting. History records that God
did bring folks to pray—six the first week, 20 the second week
and in six months—50,000 were praying in New York City.
God was truly calling His people to prayer.

Could God do it again? Will He or rather is He going to?
How then shall we pray? In light of God’s promises found in 2
Chronicles 7:14, we should pray in the following ways.

1. Pray from God’s call to focus on our Relationship with Him
(v. 14).

2. Pray in Repentance and confession of personal sin (v. 14).
3. Pray out of a Revived life (v. 14).
4. Pray toward God’s Redemptive purposes (v. 14).

Will you stand with other believers today and answer God’s
call to pray according to His promises? Remember—The chal-
lenge is that there are millions lost. The solution is Jesus. The
power to see them reached is God’s. The call is to heartfelt prayer.
The choice is yours and the time is NOW! Shall we pray?
