Logistics

All materials for this project will be provided by the camp,
including shovels, pavers, tractor and rock. Volunteers
would need to wear clothes they can get dirty in and bring
gloves.

Lodging is available at the camp for free. Snacks and drinks

will be provided by the camp, but all meals will be the responsibility of the group. The camp can
provide meals for S7/meal/person if advance notice is given. There is also a kitchen available
for groups that want to cook their own meals. Every project participant will receive a “Lake
Sallateeksa Camp Volunteer” t-shirt and our gratitude for serving alongside us in ministry.
